Know the Risk Across Florida

All areas of Florida are vulnerable to hurricanes, including inland regions.

Common statewide hazards include:
· Extended power outages
· Flooding (urban and inland areas)
· High winds
· Storm surge (coastal areas)
·  Tornadoes

Hurricane season runs from June 1 through November 30.


Evacuation Information

Evacuation orders vary by county and by storm.

You may be ordered to evacuate if you:
· Live in a coastal evacuation zone
·  Live in a flood-prone or low-lying area
·  Live in a mobile or manufactured home
·  Have special medical or accessibility needs

Check your evacuation zone and updates through:
· Florida Division of Emergency Management
·  Your local county emergency management office

If an evacuation is ordered, leave early and follow official routes.


Emergency Supply Kit (Minimum 7 Days)

Prepare to be self-sufficient for at least one week.

Basic supplies:
·  Water: 1 gallon per person per day
· Non-perishable food
· Medications (1–2-week supply)
· Flashlights and batteries
· Battery-powered or hand-crank radio
·  Portable phone chargers
·  Cash (small bills)
·  First aid kit
· Hygiene items

Important documents:
· Identification
· Insurance policies
· Medical information

Store documents in waterproof containers or as secure digital copies.

For pets and service animals:
· Food and water
·  Leash, harness, and ID
· Medical and vaccination records





Accessibility and Special Needs Planning

Residents with disabilities or medical needs should plan ahead:
· Register for a Special Needs Shelter if needed
·  Arrange backup power for medical devices
· Identify a trusted contact person
· Keep communication tools charged and accessible

Resources:
· Florida Department of Health
·  Local emergency management offices

Prepare Your Home
· Install shutters or board up windows
·  Secure outdoor furniture and loose items
·  Clear gutters and drains
·  Check roof and doors for stability
·  Set refrigerator and freezer to the coldest setting before the storm

Transportation and Fuel
· Keep your gas tank at least half full during hurricane season
· Plan evacuation routes in advance
· Arrange transportation if you do not drive


Stay Informed

Use multiple reliable sources:

· National Hurricane Center
· NOAA Weather Radio
·  State and county emergency alerts

Do not rely on a single device or platform.

During the Storm

· Stay indoors in a small interior room away from windows
·  Do not go outside during the eye of the storm
· Avoid using candles
· Never use generators indoors


After the Storm

· Avoid floodwaters
· Stay away from downed power lines
· Document damage for insurance
· Follow boil water notices if issued
· Limit travel until conditions are safe


Important Florida-Wide Tips

· Power outages may last days or weeks
· Gas, water, and supplies may become limited before storms
· Cell service may be unreliable
· Flooding can occur quickly anywhere in the state



Quick Checklist

· Know your evacuation zone
·  Prepare a 7-day emergency kit
· Plan for medical and accessibility needs
·  Secure your home
· Stay informed
·  Evacuate early
